DISCUSSION
Jamaal Gardner, a previous applicant, gave a brief presentation on 1107 N. Davis St to show the progress of the renovation. It was noted that repairs were made to the windows rather than replacement. The house is listed for sale. 
City Attorney, Michael Custer, was present and updated on the open code case at 1108 N. Madison Street which had been destroyed by fire. Attorney Custer has been in contact with the owner and stated that they have until October 24th to make the decision regarding rehabilitation or demolition of the structure. 
Attorney Custer asked for written notice from the Commission that they do not need to be notified about non-historic properties that appear on the Code Enforcement Action List. Chair Jones agreed to provide written notice. 

Chair Jones discussed that she went back before the City Commission on September 16th and the City of Albany voted to adopt the resolution designating the Harris Home a local landmark on September 23rd. Chair Jones further explained that she went before the County Commission on September 29th. The action item for adoption of the resolution by the County Commission will take place on October 6th. 

There being no further business, a motion was entertained to adjourn the meeting. 
Commissioner Randall offered a motion to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was seconded by Vice-Chair Marcus; the motion passed with a unanimous vote.
